Fire Extinguishers

All competitors/Race Support/Trade personnel using the Paddock and Grandstand areas will need to supply a fire extinguisher with a minimum 
rating of 55B. The extinguisher must be visible at all times and have an in date certificate attached. Checks will be made during the period of 
the MGP. Please make all team members aware of its location and have knowledge in how they are operated. If you require an extinguisher or 
the one you have needs to be serviced, please contact Karen at Unique Fire Protection – 01624 623592

Fire Points

Fire points are located within Paddocks A, B, C and you are requested to make all members of your team familiar with their location.

All Fire points are alarmed, do not remove unless needed in an emergency.

Generators

Please place generators in a safe working area. All cables used from generators or the electrical supply, must be covered by proprietary cable 
protector at all times. We also request that the use of generators is kept to a minimum during night time hours.

Electrical Supply

Under no circumstance are you to tamper/alter/open the electric supply from the power masters. If your electric supply fails, please ring the 
Paddock Manager on 495105.

NB; Please have all you electrical equipment PAT tested prior to use.If you require any item to be tested during the MGP please ring the 
Paddock Manager.

Paddock and Grandstand Passes

Passes issued by the race organisers must be on show at all times, when entering a restricted area with personal passes worn around the neck. 
Vehicle passes must be fixed to the bottom right hand side of the windscreen and bike/scooter passes must be fixed to the front right hand 
side of the scooter. Security staff will be instructed to refuse access to all areas if a personal or vehicle pass is not visible.  

Fire Retardant overalls

Fire retardant overalls are required in the Parc Ferme and Pit Lane, at all times. They must be clean, with sleeves rolled down and zipped up fully. 
You are also requested to wear suitable footwear while working in this area.

Welding Service

There are no facilities for welding on site and with this in mind, welding is prohibited from the TT Grandstand and its associated Paddocks.  A 
list will be given to all competitors at “signing on” which will detail all local welding services.  

Under no circumstances are you to bring welding equipment on site, any team/competitor found to have welding equipment may have it 
removed until their departure date.

Security

The Grandstand and Paddock areas will be covered by G4S Security officers. We would ask all users of the Paddock area to keep their vehicles, 
campers, trailers etc as secure as possible. If you suspect a criminal activity please report it to the Paddock Manager in the first instance. 
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HEALTH AND SAFETY NOTICE TO ALL COMPETITORS cont.

Scooters

Scooters are permitted in the Paddock areas. NO persons under the age of 18 years are permitted to drive or ride on scooters. The Grandstand 
area is restricted to pedestrians and emergency vehicles only.  Persons riding scooters within the Paddock area do so at their own risk. We 
strongly advise that helmets are worn at all times whilst riding scooters, and we also request that you stay within the 5 mph speed limit at all 
times. If scooters are taken on to the public highway, they must be fully insured and road legal.

NB Children are not permitted to ride scooters or paddock/pit bikes at any time.  Any persons riding any motorised vehicle must be in position 
of a valid licence to cover that vehicle.

Rubbish Removal

All competitors and team members are responsible for the removal of rubbish from their parking and camping areas. Large green bins are 
provided for the disposal of bin bags etc, they will be located in various parts of the paddock. We request that you keep your area as clean and 
tidy as possible. 

Shower Block and Toilet Areas

Showers and Toilet areas will be cleaned from the hours of 7am to 9pm.  All areas will be checked and cleaned every hour. If you find a problem 
in any area, please contact the Paddock Manager in the first instance.  We request that you keep these areas as clean as possible and think of 
the next person who will be using the facility.  

General Notice

You will have noticed that a one way system will operate within the Paddock areas. We respectfully ask all drivers to adhere to this. It has been 
designed for the smooth and safe transition of all vehicle movements. We also request that you stay within the 5 mph speed limit at all times. 
At no time should any vehicle block an entrance / exit or road, if there is no space please use the day paddock or public car park.

NOTE

All items brought on site by competitors and teams must be removed prior to departure.  DO NOT leave wood, carpet, pallets or electrical 
equipment for the organisers to dispose of.  The cost of rubbish removal is on the increase and this will have an effect of future entry costs to 
the event
